4. Each student will be asked to solve a marketing problem as they role-play the situation with you.  This could be a training situation, the handling of a customer relations problem, the development of a promotional plan, the development of policies for a business, or anything that will help us assess student mastery of marketing principles.

5. If more than one judge is in your section, the same judge should role-play throughout the day and ask each student the same questions when appropriate.  This will help ensure consistency in the evaluation process.
