1. Entries should be well-done electronic versions.  Dimensions must be 8½” in width by 11” in height.

2. Entries should reflect the theme for this academic year, as listed on the cover of the North Carolina DECA Handbook and announced at the Summer Teacher Conference.

3. Entries must be computer generated.  Be creative!  If possible please use widely accepted computer software programs.

4. Entries must be accompanied by a narrative explaining design effectiveness for the target market.  The narrative should not exceed 50 words.

5. Entries must have student’s name and school on each entry page.

6. Entries must be e-mailed in an acceptable format (tif, word, pdf, etc) no later than the date listed on the NC DECA Schedule of Events.
