Professional Members: Any individual willing to contribute to the growth and development of DECA. These members may include such persons as Teachers, Marketing Education Consultants, employers, parents of DECA members, Advisory Committee Members, school administrators, etc. 

**All membership categories (student, alumni, and professional) contribute to your membership totals. (Everyone can fit into one of the categories)

Examples of membership tactics and incentives:

· Biscuits for periods that obtain 100% membership – Keep a running count of members by period on board. (Potential for a local business to sponsor)

· Post photo with name of all members as they join on classroom wall

· Contests between periods to see who can reach 100% fastest

· Contests between periods to see who can obtain the most alumni and/or professional members

· Invite alumni to come help with chapter study sessions

· Host a Christmas social with alumni during winter break

· If students reach goal, teacher will do something EXCITING AND FUN (i.e. be a human sundae, come to school in their pajamas, etc.)

· Contest between rival teachers – whichever class gets 100% membership first, the other teacher will wash the winning teacher’s car in the school parking lot after school (great for multiple advisor schools or schools with another organization/CTSO’s)
