Kim Hall, Chairperson, called the meeting to order and welcomed all to Raleigh.  

Previous Minutes Approval

The minutes of the July 19, 2010 meeting were reviewed.  Tabitha Hudson made a motion; seconded by Debbie Pardue to accept the minutes with one change on page 1 under CDC Dates for 2011 ending March 1.  The minutes were approved.

2009/2010 Financial Review:

Mrs. O’Brien discussed the financial review with Council members.  NC DECA ended the year in the black.  Tammy Vail made a motion, seconded by Kim Edwards to accept the financial review.  The review was approved.

District Issues:

District Chairpersons made MCEC updates with numbers attending or registered participants for upcoming events.  Mrs. O’Brien stressed to chairpersons the importance of checking district rosters against membership reports.  Membership must be submitted prior to students attending conferences. 

Chairpersons indicated that on-line testing has gone smoothly this year.  Invoices have been sent to each district for the $2.00 charge for each registered student.

Clarification was made to council members that students do not have to attend MCEC to be eligible to attend state conference and compete.

CDC Update:

· February 27, 28 and March 1, 2011 (Sunday-Tuesday)

· Registration Cost:  $70 per person

· Mrs. O’Brien hopes that obtaining judges for Sunday afternoon for team event competition will not be a problem.  Council members were reminded to send their judge information to Gwen Shaw at:  gwen.shaw-deberry@rexhealth.com
· There will be no major program schedule changes for the 2011 conference.

· There will not be workshops at the conference for students.  All students are encouraged to participate in the optional test on Sunday and Monday.

· Early registration on Saturday night for schools arriving on Saturday evening.

· Hotel registration will be electronic again this year.

· Mrs. O’Brien has been approached by a new production company for the general sessions.   
· Advisors should pay very close attention to the Clarification Statement for events.  CBC competitors may hand something to a judge that was prepared in the prep area.  Written events may hand the judge and leave with them something that has no monetary value.  Mrs. O’Brien will e-mail specifics to advisors.

· Discussion was held relative to students participating in more than one event that requires a written test.  Council agreed to continue with policy of one event that requires a written test.

· Addressed idea of new teacher workshop during the conference.  Council agreed to use the May meeting to develop a workshop for new teachers to be held in early fall 2011.  

ICDC Update:

· NC DECA will be housed at the Shingle Creek property in Orlando, Florida.
· Preliminary cost will be sent to advisors.
· Conference dates:  April 30-May 3, 2011

· Travel dates:  April 29 and May 4, 2011
Issues:

Voting Delegates at CDC will vote on the constitutional change to change the name, NC Marketing Leadership Council, to North Carolina DECA Board of Directors adding three new voting members.  

Mrs. O’Brien reported that NC DECA received a $750 donation from MBA Research for the on-line testing problem that gave the students their score at the completion of the test two years ago.  The donation was deposited in the Alumni and Friends account.

An Alumni and Friends reception is being planned for CDC.  Response from the 2010 mailing has been very good.
Nick Edwards presented a membership update.  We received an extra CBCE slot for ICDC this year.  This is a one year allotment due to another state receiving an extra slot they were not eligible to receive.  Increasing membership is the only way NC DECA can maintain this slot next year.

Having no further business to come before the board, the meeting adjourned.  Next meeting is scheduled for May 15 and 16, 2011 at the Brownstone in Raleigh.
